A tangy, medium  white wine with touches of 
pear & pineapple fruit. 

Well balanced, rounded & juicy. 
2. 2007/08 Los Espinos, Sauvignon Blanc (Chile) £3.80 £5.00 £14.50 
Refreshing & crisp with hints of tropical fruit 
3. 2007/08 Santa Rosa Estate, Pinot Grigio (Argentina) £4.10 £5.30 £14.95 
A terrific example of this popular grape variety. 
Crisp fruit flavours & a refreshing finish. 
4. 2006/07 Luis Canas, Rioja Blanco Joven (Spain) £4.20 £5.40 £15.50 
Attractive, lemon character with a well rounded finish of 
melon & pineapple. 
5. 2007/08 Santa Rosa Estate, Viognier (Argentina) £15.95 
Well balanced with crisp acidity. 
Apricot fruit dominates with just a touch of spice. 
6. 2006/07 Cecchetti, Red Tree, Chardonnay (California) £16.95 
A broad, easy drinking wine with a hint of oak. 
7. 2007/08 Sherwood Estate, Sauvignon Blanc (New Zealand) £19.50 
A mouth filling Sauvignon Blanc with a refreshing dry finish. 
8. 2006/07 Domaine Moreux, Sancerre Blanc (France) £26.20 
Classic dry, steely Sauvignon with subtle smoky grapefruit character. 
9. 2005/06 Domaine Jaeger-Defaix, £28.75 
Rully 1er Cru Mont-Palais (France) 
Rich, complex & a weighty finish – top class Burgundy.

10. 2005/06 Centelleo, Tempranillo (Spain) £3.30 £4.50 £12.75 
Spain’s most famous grape variety, 
Tempranillo is full of juicy bramble & cherry fruit with hints of spice. 
11. 2005/06 One Chain, Shiraz Cabernet Sauvignon (Australia) £3.75 £4.95 £13.95 
A bright, spicy red with ripe berry flavours & lovely velvety texture. 
12. 2007/08 Los Espinos, Merlot (Chile) £4.00 £5.20 £14.50 
Ripe berry fruit with a mellow lingering finish. 
13. 2007 Nostros, Pinot Noir Reserva (Chile) £4.30 £5.50 £15.50 
Bright, wild strawberry & raspberry fruit. 
A soft, supple palate with a gentle, warming finish. 
14. 2007/08 Santa Rosa Estate, Malbec (Argentina) £15.95 
This full robust Malbec has structured tannins, 
deep plummy fruit & great length.



15. 2005/06 Cecchetti, Red Tree Zinfandel (California) £17.50 
Succulent blueberry fruit & an enticing finish. 
16. 2004 Chateau Treytins, Montagne-St.-Emilion (France) £22.65 
This full bodied Claret has a wonderful deep colour – 
pure fruit, silky & very elegant. 
17. 2002 Bodegas Luis Canas, Rioja Reserva (Spain) £24.50 
Aged in oak to give a mellow but complex & full flavoured red. 
18. 2004/05Castello di Meleto, £26.95 
Chianti Classico Riserva DOCG “Vigna Casi” (Italy) 
Intense ripe dark fruits, velvety texture & a long seamless finish.

19. 2007/08 Pinot Grigio Blush, Casa Defra (Italy) £4.25 £5.25 £14.95 
A pale salmon pink colour with a delicate yet lively nose of 
fresh raspberries & wild strawberries. 
Crisp, light & fragrant on the palate with succulent finish. 

Sparkling Wines 

20. N.V. Pol Clement Brut, Vin Mousseux (France) £4.25 £16.95 
A charming dry sparkling wine of medium body 
with good yeasty and fruit characteristics. 

Champagnes 

21. N.V. Champagne Brut “Cuvée de Réserve”, £28.95 
Champagne Royer Père et Fils 
Aged for at least 3 years, succulent & buttery, light mousse, 
fine regular bubbles. 
22. N.V. Champagne Rosé Brut, Pierre Mignon £32.50 
A beautifully coloured rosé.  Delicate red berry fruit on the nose 
with hints of biscuity complexity.  Bright, juicy & creamy on the palate. 
23. N.V.Champagne Grand Cru, Andre Roger £39.50 
A crisp, citrus champagne with a rich elegant finish.
